Definition of “reawaken”: “Emerge or cause to emerge again with reference to a feeling
or state” (Oxford); “renewal of a feeling or interest” (Collins). It’s a verb. Historically,
there have been times in the Church we refer to as “awakenings,” such as the First and
Second Great Awakenings in the United States or the “spiritual resurgence” under
Moody, Sankey, and Spurgeon in the U.S. and England in the late
I. How does awakening come?
Personal reformation in our private lives through spiritual disciplines, including repent-
ance, brings . . .
A. Renewal-fresh energy comes first into us personally and then corpo-
rately into the church
B. Revival—-an acceleration of the work of the Spirit in us and in His Church
C. Awakening—what God is doing in the Church spills out into the culture,
and the world is changed.
Il. Could it be that an awakening to the glory of Christ in our lives is necessary to bring
about the next great awakening in our world?
Awakenings are characterized by a renewed sense of the glory of Christ. Luke 9:28—
36
Can we pray that the glory of Christ will fall on our lives and from us to our church-
es? (Habakkuk 3:2 NIV) (Ephesians 5:14 NET)
May we have this experience of seeing the glory of Christ as we go through
these 40 days focusing on who He is. May we develop a deep hunger for Him in
our lives. May an awakening happen.
11l. Do you desire to see the glory of Christ?
As we collectively spend time reawakening to Christ, what things can we do to see and
experience the glory of Christ?
In 1904, God used a missionary named John Hyde to fuel a reawakening. His prayer life
inspired a group of missionaries in their own prayer lives. These missionaries became
members of the Punjab Prayer Union and were asked to follow five simple yet searching
principles:

Are you praying for quickening in your own life, in the life of your fellow workers,
and in the Church?

Are you longing for greater power of the Holy Spirit in your own life and work,
and are you convinced that you cannot go on without this power?

Will you pray that you may not be ashamed of Jesus?

Do you believe that prayer is the great means for securing this spiritual awaken-
ing?

Will you set apart one-half hour each day as soon after noon as possible to pray
for this awakening, and are you willing to pray till the awakening comes?

(They Found the Secret. V. Raymond Edman. Zondervan. 1960.) One of our de-
sires as we seek to reawaken to Christ during these 40 days is that each of us
will see Jesus as the “beautiful gemstone”, the one He is in all His glory, and
that this reawakening will truly spill out into our churches, our culture, and
throughout our world.
