Advent Series Theme: Life transformation

Zechariahs prophecy-global transformation

Luke 1:67-80

Introduction- “What then is this child going to be”? Zechariah re-
sponded by giving his song/prophecy as to the future ministry of his
son, John the Baptist. His message reminds us of some special
things that can happen during advent.

l. Advent is a time of preparation (v. 76)

During this season it is appropriate to review the story of the
first coming of Christ. The miraculous birth of Jesus is a sto-
ry that never gets old.

It is appropriate to receive the Lord anew and afresh.

It is appropriate to renew our commitment to serve Him with all
our hearts.

***Both Zechariah & Elizabeth were enabled by the Holy Spirit to
express what otherwise they could not have formulated.

ll. Advent is a time of transformation (v.77)
This season can transform our heads as we receive “the
knowledge of salvation.
This season can transform our hearts as receive forgiveness of
our sins.
This season can transform our habits as we allow His salvation
to work itself out in our daily lives. (Phil 2:12)
***Zechariah predicted his son would give his people the
knowledge of salvation through the forgiveness of their sins.

lll. Advent is a time of illumination (v. 78-79)
The coming of Jesus illuminates our path-we were living in
darkness.
His coming illuminates our peril-we were living in the shadow of
death.
His coming illuminates our prospects-He guides our feet into the
path of peace.
***Zechariah predicted that God’s tender mercy would cause the
rising sun to shine on those living in darkness and the shadow of
death. Isa 9:2
