Conclusion-Although the book of James seems to be written towards
Jewish Christians, there are plenty of takeaways for all followers of Je-
sus. James helps us to better understand how to view temptations, how
careful we need to be with how we speak, what true, dynamic, saving
faith is, and how it expresses itself in our lives.
