I. The Question. V. 13 

Wise- Sophos (Sof-os) Skilled, wise, learned, clever. 
Understanding- Epistemon (ep-ee-stay-mone) Knowing, skilled, 

& experienced. 
***True “wisdom” comes with humility.  
 
II. The wrong kind of “wisdom”. V. 14-16 

Harboring bitter envy. V. 14 &16.  
Selfish ambition. V. 14 &16. 
3 types of bad wisdom. V. 15 

Earthly- Wisdom of man, liable to error and misleading. 
Unspiritual- Animal, lustful, and sensual. 
Of the devil- Demonic, full of pride, egotism, and ambi-

tion.  
***This produces disorder and every evil practice. 
 
III. Heavenly wisdom. V. 13, 17-18 

Pure- Holy, sacred. 
Peace loving- Peaceful. 
Considerate- Gentle, fair. 
Submissive- Ready to obey. 
Full of mercy- Pity, compassion. 
Good fruit- As found in John 15. 
Impartial- Without dubiousness, ambiguity, or uncertainty.  
Sincere- Unhypocritical.  

***Those who sow in peace raise a harvest of righteousness. 
 

Conclusion- God wants us to grow in our knowledge and understanding, 

and then use wisdom to apply those things to our lives.
