Introduction: The prophet Hosea marries a woman, Gomer, who is adulter-
ous. She is a symbol for Israel who consistently strayed from God. 
 
I. Hosea (Joshua, Jesus, name that means salvation) 

He pointed people towards repentance and to the God who loved His 
people. 6:1-4 

He was a prototype (symbol) of Jesus, who became salvation to all who 
would accept his free gift and follow Him. (His name means salva-
tion)  

He was married to someone who was unfaithful but whom he took back 
in. 3:1-3 

Hosea’s life was a sort of miniature of Israel’s destiny…It is only that 
which we have deeply felt that we can make others feel. A.B. Simp-
son. Jesus Himself was able to sympathize with our weakness. He-
brews 4:15 

 
II. Gomer (Perfection-perhaps in wickedness? Diblaim-cakes of figs 
*the sweetness of sin?) 

Unfaithful to her husband. 1:2, 3:1-5 
Their children: Jezreel-God scatters. LoRuhamah- No longer love. Lo-

Ammi- You are not my people, and I am not your God. 1:3-9 
Bought out of slavery and brought back home. 3:3-5 
Gomer’s life shows us the depravity of sin and the fickle nature of hu-

manity. She took for granted the mercy and grace that was being of-
fered to her.  

 
III. God speaks 

Because the land is guilty. 1:2 
They will be punished and restored. 2:1-23 
God shows us in a very graphic way the love and compassion He has 

towards His people. 
 

Lessons from her life: Do we as a nation need to repent of our sins? Do 
we as a church need to repent of our sins? Do you personally need to 
repent of your sins? i.e.,.adultery, unfaithfulness, idolatry, lack of love,
