Miriam showed her love for her little brother and was will-

ing to go the extra mile to protect him. 
 

II. Leading the women in celebration after the victory over 
the Egyptians.  

Called a prophetess. Ex 15:20 
Worshipped the Lord with singing, dancing, and a tambou-

rine. Ex 15:20-21 
She was identified as a prophetess and all the women fol-

lowed her lead.  
 

III. Being a jealous sister. 
Talking against Moses. Numbers 12:1 
Comparing her and Aaron to Moses. Num 12:2-3 
The Lord speaks. Num 12:4-9 
The punishment. Num 12:10-16 
Moses interceded on behalf of Miriam, but she still had to 

face the consequences of her actions.  
 

Miriam reminds us that we can have great moments and 
some not-so-great moments, but we don’t have to be de-
fined by our worst days.
