Introduction: Paul continues to encourage the church in Ephesus, (and us), to 
imitate God in the way that we live our lives.  
 

I. Children of love. V. 1-7 

  A. The example-Jesus loves us and sacrificed Himself for us. V. 1-2 
  B. Therefore, there should be no hint of sexual immorality, impurity, greed, ob-

scenity, foolish talk, or coarse joking. V. 3-4 
  C. Idolaters will not inherit God’s kingdom. V.5-6 
 
*We are not to participate in any way with sinful lifestyles. 
 

II. Children of light. V. 8-14 

  A. The example- Jesus is the light and we are called to bear the fruit of good-
ness, righteousness, and truth. V. 8-10 

  B. Have nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness. V. 11 
  C.Stay away from things done in secret. V. 12 
 
*We are to expose things to the light so that they become visible.  

 
III. Children of wisdom. V. 15-21 

  A. The example- Jesus is the wisdom of God. V. 15 & 1 Cor 1:24, 30 
  B. Make the most of each opportunity and understand what the Lord’s will is. V. 

16-17 
  C. Do not get drunk on wine which leads to debauchery (wastefulness). V. 18 
  D. Instead, be filled with the Spirit. V. 18 
 
 *We are to live our lives based on the wisdom that God gives us, knowing that 
the days are evil, and that we need the Holy Spirit’s help to make good decisions.  

 
Conclusion: Speak to one another with psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs. 
Sing and make music in your heart to the Lord, always giving thanks to God 
the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. Submit to 
one another out of reverence for Christ.
